Deafness and hard of hearing, hearing impairment - terminology, Socio-cultural and medical approach to people with hearing 
impairment; Bilingualism and biculturalism; Communication of people with hearing impairment; The concept and importance of sign 
language in the communication of people with hearing impairment; The historical perspective of sign language; Origin and 
development of sign language; Classification and characteristics of sign language; Basic sign language settings and rules; Specificities in 
sign language training; The influence of sign language on the psychosocial development of a child with hearing impairment; Sign 
language and socialn environment; Use of sign language in people with multiple disabilities; Vocabulary and Sign Language; Grammar, 
syntax and sign language; Dactylology; Sign language and translation. 
  
Practical education 
Practical exercise includes mastering the signs, movements and rules of communication in sign language through the fields of: people, 
family, daily life, food, education, work, time, culture, sport, communication, medicine (with special emphasis on communication of 
medical staff with patients, during medical examinations, hospitalization, intensive care, etc.), personality, world. Mastering of sign 
language is conducting through learning words and phrases, and using them in simple and simple sentences. One-handed and two-
handed finger alphabet.
